CURRENT ADD PONY JUMPERS AS A YEAR END AWARD
none Pony jumper: Open to ponies 14.2 hands and under and
to riders 17-under. See the USEF pony jumper division for
general rules for pony jumper classes.
Fences 2'6"
CURRENT ADD AS A YEAR END AWARD
none Open Jumper: Open to all horses and riders. Fences 4'3"
This would be a recommended class at jumper shows.

QUALIFYING FOR THE MEDAL FINALS: Points will be
awarded in the qualifying classes during the year, the same
as they are in the hunter divisions. To qualify for the medal
finals at the end of the year a rider must receive a total of

18 points.

To qualify for the medal finals at the end of the year a
rider must receive a total of 12 points.

CURRENT
JUMPER 2'6": Open to all horses and riders. A horse/rider
combination showing in this division may not have shown in

classes where fences exceed 2'9" in height.

CHANGE/clarification
JUMPER 2'6": Open to all horses and riders. A horse/rider
combination showing in this division may not jump higher
than 2'9" at the same show (hunter, jumper or equitation).

CURRENT - Modified Children's/Am Hunter
A horse or rider showing in this division may not cross enter
into any other recognized hunter or jumper divisions and
cannot jump higher that 3' at the same show. They may

cross enter into their hunter seat equitation....

CHANGE - Modified Children's/Am Hunter
A horse or rider showing in this division may not cross enter
into other classes (hunter or jumper) where fence heights
are 3' or higher, at the same show, except their hunter seat
equitation divisions. They may show in other recognized
divisions where fence heights are not 3' or higher, unless
restricted by showing in that division

ADD
JUMPER DIVISIONS: All UHJA jumper shows must
have electric timing equipment. One back-up timer with a
stop watch is required. Manual timers (stop watches) may
may be used incase of equipment failure. (Please note:
the UHJA will have timers that may be rented for shows.)

The following rule was voted con at the November 12, 2008, meeting and passed 55-for and 8-against.
This rule was mistakenly left out of the 2009 Rule Book. At the board meeting on October 14, 2009, the Board voted
and decided the rule should voted on again this year before it is added to the 2010 Rule Book

KEEP THIS RULE
There must be three horses or riders qualifying (receiving
points in 3 or more classes {in over fence classes where
flat and over fence points are combined}) at three or more

shows during the year to justify a year end award.
